RESOLUTION DESIGNATING WAYNE AMBULANCE TO BE THE ADVANCED LIFE SUPPORT (“ALS”) PROVIDER FOR LACKAWAXEN TOWNSHIP  


	THE LACKAWAXEN TOWNSHIP SUPERVISORS, hereby adopt the Resolution set forth below, based upon the following considerations:
	WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Lackawaxen Township, Pike County, Pennsylvania (hereinafter the “Township”), are directed under the PA Second Class Township Code, 53 P.S. Section 66553, to be responsible for ensuring that emergency medical services are provided within the Township; and
	WHEREAS, the Pike County ALS has been providing Advanced Life Support (“ALS”) services to the Township, but will be discontinuing such service by September 1, 2014; and
	WHEREAS, Scranton Quincy Ambulance, LLC, (“SQA”) operates the Wayne Ambulance which serves neighboring communities in our area; and
	WHEREAS, pursuant to a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) between the Township and SQA, SQA will provide ALS services, with a dedicated ALS vehicle being located in the Hawley Borough – Lackawaxen Township area; and
	WHEREAS, Lackawaxen EMS Ambulance service has recommended that SQA be designated as the ALS provider for the Township, to become effective September 1. 2014.

	NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Lackawaxen Township Board of Supervisors hereby adopts this Resolution, as follows:
	1.	The Township hereby designates SQA, doing business as Wayne Ambulance, to provide ALS services for Lackawaxen Township, effective September 1, 2014.
	2.	This designation is subject to the terms set forth in the MOU being executed this date by the Township Supervisors.
	3.	This designation shall be reviewed by the Supervisors at the Annual Reorganization meeting of the Township Supervisors, in January, 2015, and each subsequent year that the designation is in effect. A copy of the MOU shall be attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	4.	The Township reserves the right to terminate this designation with forty-five (45) days notice to SQA, if the Township determines that the provisions of the MOU are not being followed and/or that the ALS service being rendered for the Township is not adequate.
