	A volunteer must expend a total of thirty (30%) percent of time on administrative and other support services, including, but not limited to, fundraising, providing facility or equipment maintenance, financial bookkeeping or involvement  in other events or projects that aid the finical viability, emergency response or operational readiness of the volunteer fire company or non-profit emergency medical services agency.
The fire company and/or emergency service agrees to use National incident emergency reporting system or State applied compatible equivalent to calculate the thirty (30%) activities for each individual volunteer.
A notarized list of eligible active volunteers shall be submitted to the Township Supervisors not later than Februarys 1st.
This Ordinance shall take effect on January 1, 2018.
